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The following are the minutes of the Board of Trustees of Passaic County Community
College, One College Boulevard, Paterson, New Jersey, held on Tuesday March 13, 2018.

CALL TO ORDER

President Rose stated that notice of the meeting was mailed to the Herald News, the
Record, the Office of the County Clerk, and posted on the bulletin board of the College
Boulevard building on November 20, 2017.

Chairman Nutter stated that inasmuch as adequate notice of the meeting had been given,
the meeting was called to order at 7:00 p.m. A copy of the agenda was reviewed and available
for public inspection.

President Rose gave a warm welcome to Dr. Christopher Irving, Executive County
Superintendent. He mentioned that Dr. Irving has been the Executive Director of the Workforce
Investment Board and was pleased to have him serve on the PCCC Board of Trustees.

Chairman Nutter asked for a motion on Resolution #1 — Consideration of Minutes for
January 16, 2018; moved by Trustee Ciambrone; seconded by Trustee Tanis. Upon roll call,

PRESENTATION

PCCC Foundation — A Preview of Upcoming Events

President Rose gave a brief overview of the Passaic County Community College
Foundation before introducing Ms. Meredith Behrens, Institutional Advancement Specialist. He
noted the many properties the Foundation owns and how the College leases back the space since
it was not allowed to have any debt. In doing this, revenue can be generated back to the
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Foundation. He also informed the Board that the Foundation raises $700,000 in scholarship
funds each year and disburses it to students who qualify for assistance.

Ms. Behrens spoke passionately about her role at the College, and especially with the
PCCC Foundation and Mr. Todd Sorber, Vice President of Institutional Advancement. She
noted that the PCCC Foundation was created by the PCCC Board of Trustees in 1976 with its
purpose to help students complete their education. She then spoke about the following upcoming
events in which she hoped the Board would be able to attend:

e April 26,2018 — PCCC Foundation Gala honoring Mr. David Daly, President and CEO
of PSE&G; and the first annual Distinguished Alumni Award;

e October 3, 2018 — Golf Outing at Black Bear Golf Club in Franklin Township (which last
year realized $40,000);

e October 20, 2018, the 5K Run at the Wanaque Academic Center in conjunction with Phi
Theta Kappa (PTK), the College’s Honor Society.

Ms. Behrens concluded her presentation by describing another category of scholarships,
which were created either in honor or memory of someone, with the criteria being created by the
donor. She noted that there were over forty named scholarships with the addition of three new
ones recently. Ms. Behrens stated that an annual PCCC Foundation Named Scholarship
Breakfast was held each year so the recipients get to meet with the donor, and that event has
been scheduled for June 6, 2018.

REPORTS

President/Chairman;

President Rose informed the Board that Ms. Josephine Hernandez, Vice President of the
Passaic Academic Center, was retiring after almost twenty years. He stated when the College
needed someone to run the Passaic campus, Ms. Hernandez was the best choice, and how she

took a five year plan and completed it in one year, with the first six months in a trailer waiting
for the campus to open.

President Rose spoke about how Ms. Hernandez and Ms. Patricia Hardy, Vice President
of the Wanaque Academic Center and their staff can name every student on their campus, as well
as, the challenges students have. He noted how Ms. Hernandez touched many lives during her

time at the College and emphasized how she will be truly missed. He then asked her to say a few
words.

Ms. Hernandez spoke of her childhood in Cuba, living on a Navy base while her husband
was serving, how she started working on the Navy base, continuing her education and how she
got to PCCC. She emphasized her love for her job, the people she has worked with and the
students. She said she made her decision to retire while out mending a leg injury and wanted to
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spend more time with her family, and on her health. Ms. Hernandez thanked President Rose and
the trustees for their support through the years. President Rose then stated Ms. Hardy has agreed
to split her time and run both campuses.

President Rose mentioned his meeting with the Board of School Estimate with the
Passaic County Board of Chosen Freeholders and how it passed enthusiastically and with great
support. He also spoke on the Governor’s Budget Address, where there was strong support for
community colleges. He highlighted the fact that fifty million dollars was being allocated for free
tuition to a community college, but acknowledged there were many factors that still had to be
worked out. The process should start as soon as this January targeting older students who have
not finished college but do have college credits, getting them to finish so they can get better jobs.

DISCUSSION AGENDA

The following items were approved for placement on the Action Items agenda.

A. Academic Items

Acceptance of Grant Awards — Cultural Affairs

President Rose stated that the Cultural Affairs Department continues to do a great job in
securing grants for its programs. He was pleased to recommend the following grants for

acceptance: $20,000 from the National Endowment for the Arts, and $35,300 from the National
Park Service.

Nurse Education Contract between PCCC and SCCC

President Rose was pleased to state that an agreement has been renegotiated for PCCC to
provide Nursed Education for Sussex County Community College. He provided background
information about the partnership between the two colleges noting it was a model program of
shared services; SCCC faculty teach the general education courses and all nursing instruction
was taught by PCCC faculty. President Rose stated that the agreement was in its twenty-second
year and during that time, over 269 nursing students have graduated.

Trustees’ Smith and Trivedi asked, respectively, about the nursing faculty at SCCC, and

which College was named on the diploma. President Rose informed them that there are two
nurse education faculty permanently at Sussex, and the degree awarded was Passaic.

B. Business Items

Agreement to Join Joint Purchasing Consortium (NJEdge)
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President Rose presented the agreement to join the Joint Purchasing Consortium wherein
the College enters into a cooperative pricing agreement known as the EdgeMarket with
NJEdge.Net, Inc. serving as the Lead Agency. He emphasized that the College does not have to
purchase through them but can if they can give a better price.

Trustee Ciambrone thought the five-year term was too long; President Rose stated that
the College was under no obligation of any sort with the agreement, but the option was there it if
provided a better price.
